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60yd and 25yd Roof Update  
 The roof over the 25 & 60 yard firing lines is moving forward even if a little slower than planned. In April, 
the final estimate ($36,000+) for the project was presented and it was higher than anticipated. 
Significant material price increases in construction products and labor costs were the major factors in 
the higher final estimate. We got in just under the wire (by a couple of hours) of another 15% material 
cost increase following E-Board approval to spend the $10,000, donated for the project. The approval of 
an additional ”no more than $10,000” at the General Meeting completed the funding for the work this 
year. 
  Because of the, almost, total lack of volunteers stepping forward, Frank Harrington and Dave Mello will 
be bringing in their crews (total of 5) for the project. Dave will be donating the use of some of his 
construction equipment and both Frank and Dave’s crews will be working for significantly less that their 
normal hourly rate.  
 So, as a result of discussion and votes at both the 4/15 E-Board meeting and 4/21 General Meeting, 
the project will move forward as follows: 
¨ All the metal roofing material plus some other miscellaneous components for the entire 25/60yd 

project will be purchased now. 
¨ The 25yd portion of the project will be completed this year (May 2008). 
¨ The removal of the existing 60yd roof and installation of the new 60yd roof will be planned for 

installation in the spring of 2009. 
We are also continuing the “Buy-a-Truss” program. Your $100 donation will purchase one of the many 
roof trusses required for the project. “Your” roof truss will be memorialized “forever”, or at least for the 
life of the truss, with a plaque to identify each truss donated. So far, we have had good response to Buy-
a-Truss and we encourage everyone to buy a truss or two. All the Buy-a-Truss monies will be used to 
offset the cost of the project costs.
